The managers of the hall have been very gracious 
towards us, allowing us flexibility with our schedule and entrusting us with keys to the building. We have been 
in a location that is semi-isolated from the community. We endeavour to reach the next generation through 
children, teenagers, and young adults, but are hindered by our current location. Again, our people, desiring to 
reach others, began actively looking for a community-based location. After examining several locations, we 
finally found a village hall situated right in the heart of a thriving community. As of September 28th, we had our 
last Sunday services at Roborough Hall. It was an emotional time for us as we saw God do so much in that hall. 
However, we look forward to what we pray God will do exponentially at our new location, William Sutton Village 
Hall. God has blessed us with a beautiful place to meet, a place where children can be taught, souls can be 
reached, and the gospel can be spread in the surrounding area where He has placed us as a church.  PRAISE
